Towards connecting Scandia Village Center to William O’Brien State Park

Why this project is important:
The Gateway State Trail attracts 125,000 visitors per year and is one of the state’s most heavily used trails. This 
one-mile trail addition and tunnel works towards connecting the City of Scandia to William O’Brien State Park. 
Projects like this epitomize why Minnesota’s interconnected system of parks and trails is the envy of the nation. 
Extending the Gateway State Trail to connect William O’Brien State Park to Scandia’s Village Center will allow 
state park visitors and families with children safe access to two tot-lots, a skating rink, multiple sports fields 
and tennis courts, restaurants, and the pride of Minnesota’s Swedish Immigrant heritage—the Gammelgarden 
Museum. Expanding the Gateway State Trail will provide the public with exceptional new outdoor recreation 
opportunities and access to high quality natural resources, trails, and parks. 

This project is ready to go!
The Minnesota DNR has secured the land for the trail and engineering is underway. Full funding for this 
project is currently included in the Legislative-Citizen Commission on Minnesota Resources (LCCMR)’s 
recommendations that will be going before the 2023 Legislature. The bill authors and all of the project 
supporters will continue to work to shepherd this project through to full funding.
